opportunity to further explore figure 

skating.  Young skaters will continue to 
practice existing skills as they acquire 
new skills and techniques as EICFSC 

“junior” members.   
 

Why join a Club as a “junior” member? 
Being a “junior” member is a natural 
next step for a young skater. It 
serves as a bridge to introduce the 
skater to club membership prior to 
being a “senior” member.
